Go through the Yellow Pages and select 10 businesses to approach.


Call the business and ask for their manager’s name, then you can directly address a specific person.


Mail, e-mail or fax businesses the Rooftop Auction letter or a personal letter you have written asking for their help.


After you have mailed, e-mailed or faxed a solicitation letter to a business, follow-up with a phone call to the manager.
